Over $7.47 Million In Capital Improvements in 2010

In addition to the technology replacement, information technology additions/updates, and routine facility upkeep and
maintenance, in 2010 we added Novalis Tx™ Radiosurgery with RapidArc. Novalis Tx is a revolutionary new radiation
therapy for the treatment of cancer that minimizes treatment times and spares healthy tissue, enabling the patient to go in,
get treated, and get back to life.We also installed public wi-fi (wireless internet) throughout the hospital for the convenience
of our patients and guests. $ 1.2 million was spent renovating our medical floor; and our new all-private rooms are the perfect
marriage of comfort and technology.VWe have also made a number of quality improvements to our advanced facility includ-
ing stereotactic breast biopsy, voice recognition and software that allows physicians access to critical patient data on their
personal digital assistants or smart phones.

2011 will bring Emergency Room renovation and the remodeling of our Cancer Center. Among next year's projects we
will be adding digital mammography to our already impressive array of women'’s services.

Last year, Muskogee Regional Medical Center paid over $2.69 million in taxes which helped to support our city,
county and state.
